1.  Sports Awards for 2010

Although the Award Board has been updated with last year’s winners we have had a problem with two of them. Sports Development Report 

1.
Dunfermline Junior Open Tennis Tournament



Now in its 34th year this annual event attracted 91 entrants to participate in competitions for Under 8’s and Under 21’s at Dunfermline Tennis Club in July. 

2.  
Dunfermline Carnegie Hockey Club 

The Club recently held a very successful Club Open Day with in excess of 250 people (majority not club members) attending and aim to develop this as an annual feature at the start of September. They have also achieved 11 new youths (ages 14 to 17) as Hockey Leaders, 4 new youth umpires, 2 new level 1 coaches both of whom are now coaching in club sessions, an 8 week session of mixed summer hockey with an average of 36 members attending weekly, the significant appointment of a coach for their male 1sts/2nds from out with the club, talent group sessions at both U14 & U16 levels including a section for youth goalie development and now have an after school coaching session at all five local High Schools with the intent of having a series of inter-school festivals for S1,2 - (8 a side) + S3,4 - (11 a side) during the coming school year. 

Another major initiative for this season has been the rebirth and development of indoor hockey providing opportunities across the age range from Primary school to veteran player.  They aim to provide community indoor sessions for youths new to hockey, club youth talent sessions, performance & competition development for the membership along with development of coaching & umpiring resources for the indoor game.  The club has a long & proven track record of delivering the development of hockey within our local community and would like Sports Council support with this development and their application for facility access within the refurbished Carnegie Centre.  The club via a dedicated (and expanding) group of members has achieved a fair degree of momentum over the past three to four months and are determined to be fully prepared and ready to make use of the impetus that the Olympics should deliver next year.

The winner of the men’s race was Teweldeberhan Mengisteab (Shettleston Harriers) in 1hr 6m 34s with Susan Partridge (Leeds City AC) the first female in 1hr 16m 26s.

Sport for All Festival 2011

Dunfermline and West Fife’s own ‘Olympics’ kicked off on 2nd Sept when the annual ten day Sport For All Festival got underway.


Featuring 25 sports in nearly 100 events plus other activities at Queen Anne & Beath Community Use Schools, the programme was the most extensive yet.   From competitions for elite athletes to those who just want to try a sport for the first time, September certainly was a spectacle of sport not to be missed. 


‘Come and Try’ events for football, badminton, cricket, volleyball, hockey, Tae Kwon Do, athletics, pool, swimming, fencing, football, gymnastics and orienteering, were all on offer, complimented by others like, riding for the disabled, ‘have a shot at shinty’, synchronised swimming, yoga, ‘fence your way to fitness’ and bowls .
You needed one of the glossy programmes to keep track of what to visit Many of the events were free or could be accessed at a reduced rate.

The activities were staged mainly by local clubs at venues across West Fife from Aberdour to Cowdenbeath , Rosyth to Dunfermline, Lochore to Lumphinnans and there was a bundle of spectator events and courses to enjoy. 

Amongst the most competitive events was the River Forth Swim on Saturday 10th September, when 29 swimmers from all over Scotland competed across one of Britain’s major estuaries. 
Organised by Fife’s own Channel Queen, Andrea Gellan for the Scottish Amateur Swimming Association, the open water event saw the winner complete the 1.4mile trip in under 25 minutes. 

Two major attractions at Pitreavie on the final day, Sunday 11th, were the Young Athletes Trophy Meeting where 330 competitors were in action and the Soccer 7’s with a staggering 1100 children playing their hearts out. 

Incorporated into the programme were some of the activities from the Fife Outdoor Access Festival schedule including a selection of their Bums Off Seats healthy walks around Dalgety Bay and Rosyth, to name only two. 


Other exciting thing to see  included the British Touring Car Championship on Sat 3rd plus the Scottish Car Racing Championship on Sat 10th both at Knockhill Racing Circuit while on the same day spectators who prefer their fun with water could see the Waterski Slalom Final at the Scottish National Centre at Townhill.  


There are also junior tennis tournaments in Aberdour and Dunfermline, hockey at Queen Anne H.S. Rosyth and Woodmill, 7-a-side and 4-a-side football at Pitreavie, the St Margaret’s Ladies golf tournament at Aberdour G.C. and the finals of the 27th Anniversary Sport For All Bowls Championships at Townhill  B.C. 

A sport new to the Festival was Scuba Diving for over 18’s at the Beacon Leisure Centre on the last Saturday and Sunday.  With an eye to the future the Fife School of Sport Education held their Selection Day on Wednesday 7th September aimed at pupils aged 16 to 18 interested in sports coaching or a career in sport. 


All this and more could be found in the 8000 full colour festival programmes distributed to libraries, sports and community centres, clubs, schools etc  with times, dates and contact details.  Adverts in local and national press plus full programme details on the Sports Council’s and the Sports Trust’s web sites and fed through the network of Scottish local sports councils helped to make known the extravaganza of sport taking place in Dunfermline & West Fife in September.

The Festival was promoted in partnership with Fife Council, Fife Sports and Leisure Trust and the invaluable support of Carnegie Dunfermline Trust without whom it couldn’t take place.

Members appreciated the good Press coverage the Festival attracted shown by the comprehensive selection of cuttings tabled.

Festival of Hockey

Dunfermline Carnegie Hockey Club held their first ever Open Day on Saturday 3rd September at their home base in the Fleet Grounds, Rosyth.  During the course of the morning events over 250 youths and adults attended taking in part in 'come and try hockey' coaching through a number of skill stations and small sided games. In addition a competition was held for fastest male and female completion time over an extended SAQ (Speed,Agility & Quickness) course with Stewart Morgan and Megan Potter being the winning pair. 

The majority of people attending were new to the club with many being attracted via their childrens attendance at school coaching sessions that the club carries out throughout Dunfermline and the surrounding area . A display of club information along with stalls selling equipment, club clothing, BBQ, home baking and Tombola all saw brisk business.

Following on from the Open day, the club's start of season 'six a sides' took place from 2pm to 5pm with some 70 players of both sexes and ages ranging from 11 to 65 taking part. Eight teams of 8 a side and two goalies contested the Alistair McEwan Memorial Plate with two leagues of four teams being set up for the round robin part of the festival.  The teams were a mixture of all ages and ability with little between teams throughout the day and the vast majority of games being won by the difference of a single goal. No fewer than three penalty shoot outs had to be employed to enable the top four teams to forge their way through to the 1st - 4th classification places. 

The added bonus of sunshine during the afternoon and support from over 40 spectators ensured a friendly but competitive atmosphere.  The final two games covering 1st to 4th classification places were both decided by single goals scored during added 'Golden Goal' time.  Final classification order was 1.Citie 2.Nasty Aim 3.Pinkies 4.The Optimists. Keith Forster and Stephen Christie who acted as the Technical Directors for the festival watched all the games & selected as Player of the tournament 11 year old Ben Pearson.

Forth Swim
29 swimmers took to the water for the 9th annual Forth Swim on Sat 10th Sept from South to North Queensferry.
Conditions were good - water temperature 14.7 C, air temperature 20 C, wind from the south (ie behind us) very light at first but picked up during the swim.  This made conditions a bit rougher but the waves were behind so it was a bit like surfing.  This year the field was very strong, 29 swimmers started and all finished the 1.4 mile course in under 41 minutes (The longest time to complete this swim is 1 hour 17 mins). 
The first swimmer to finish was 17 year old Aaron Sievewright in a new record time of 24 mins 42 secs from Swim West Lothian who was swimming in the Senior Men event.  Second in this event was Duncan MacGregor of Warrender, in a time 32.36.  Third was Alistair Cottle also of Warrender in a time 34.35. 
The winner of the senior ladies event was 17 year old Lauren Aisbitt from Eyemouth in a time of 27.38, second was Fiona Donald (Swim West Lothian) in 29.11 and third Seonaid Hudson (Haddington) in 31.51. (I was 5th in a time of 35.09- not a pb but I was the oldest swimmer, overall!). 
In the juniors (13-16):  Rachel Donald (Swim West Lothian) was first in a time of 28.09, with Sophie Ross also SWL second in a time of 29,53 and Jennifer Milligan (InCAS) third in a time of 32.55. 
For the junior men Nathan Kennedy (SWL) was first in a time of 31.47 and fellow team member Paul Walledge was second in a time of 36.49.
In the wet suit category Fergus MacLean City Of Glasgow was the first swimmer home in a time of 25.09 with Gary Hurr (Glasgow Western) second in 28.13 and Alex Balman (InCAS) third in 28.26.  The lady wet suit winner was Janie Carmichael from Warrender in a time of 29.59 with fellow club member Barbara Kuske second in a time of 34.35.

1.   Kwik Cricket Festival

     
The above two day event was completed in June at McKane Park Dunfermline home of Dunfermline Knights Cricket Club when the top 8 teams from the original 13 teams entered qualified for the trophy round.  Match officials and coaches were provided by Dunfermline Knights C.C.  ASDA St Leonards provided fruit & drinks for the children.  Regular festival competitors Inverkeithing PS emerged winners from first time cricket entrants Aberdour PS with Park Rd PS third and Duloch PS fourth.  All these four teams qualified for the Fife Finals where a place in the Scottish Championships was at stake.  Bellyeoman PS made a notable Festival debut finishing fifth overall, while Pitreavie PS scored a magnificent 294 runs in their last innings.

National Primary School P7 Hockey Festival held at the National Hockey Centre at Peffermill Edinburgh in June. 

Invitations are sent out by the Governing Body of the sport (Scottish Hockey Union) annually to all Local Authorities to hold regional competitions to identify their two finalists who then progress to this National Festival in Edinburgh.  At the Festival all the area winners & runners up are grouped together into 4 sections of 7 teams each.  A total of 56 teams from all over Scotland took part.
The West Fife representatives were Townhill P.S. and Duloch P.S. as winners and runners-up respectively of our school sports festival which was run by Dunfermline Carnegie H.C. with support from CD Trust and Fife Sport andLeisure Trust.
In the all-winners competition Townhill P.S. were convincing winners of four of their six games amassing 18 goals for and only 1 against in doing so but were narrowly beaten 2-1 and 3-2 in their remaining two games by teams from Dundee and Inverness respectively. Meanwhile in the runners-up competition Duloch P.S. were easily the best team in their section winning all six of their games with a final goal tally of 25 for and 2 against. 

As in previous years the two Fife teams showed their skills with some impressive hockey throughout the day, a credit to their schools and to the school staff who coach them.  A number of the players also attend the weekly community youth hockey club coaching sessions at Queen Anne H.S. and Woodmill H.S. for players between 6 and 16 years of age.
3.
Track & Field Athletics Festival Thursday 15th Sept 

Nearly 300 pupils from 17 local schools in Dunfermline & West Fife enjoyed a great exciting day of athletics in lovely sunny weather at Pitreavie Stadium on Thursday 15th Sept.  

Events in shot putt, long jump, 100 metres and relay for P6 & P7 pupils closely supervised by officials from Pireavie AAC were the order of the day.  The final result saw Townhill PS (88pts) take the title with McLean 2nd (61pts) and Dalgety Bay third (56pts).  Elaine Stewart Carnegie Dunfermline Trust's Grants Officer made the presentations on behalf of the sponsor.  A few problems occurred when one school submitted an entry just two days before the Festival which due to the Secretary’s work pattern wasn’t picked up until the day of the event.  In order not to disappoint the children the entry was accepted.  In future, applications forms will state that late entries will only be considered after prior consultation with the Secretary

Indoor Bowls Festival Abbeyview Bowling Club, Friday 16th Sept

Following consultations with Active Fife, FC Sports Development and CDT it was decided to replace Pop Lacrosse with Bowls.  Despite supporting Pop Lacrosse for several years the number of schools taking part has been modest.  In addition the governing body has focused on East Fife for development and no club has been formed locally to foster any interest created in this area.  Active Fife have already held taster sessions in Abbeyview and with 22 bowls clubs affiliated to the Sports Council the opportunity for wider participation is excellent.  The inaugural Festival attracted 64 pupils from 5 local schools who were put their paces by club officials at Abbeyview who also supplied the equipment.  The Festival was eventually won by Duloch PS  from runners up Pitcorthie PS with St Leonards in third place.  Elaine Stewart from the Carnegie Dunfermline Trust made the presentations.

Carnegie Leisure Centre
