Track and Field Athletics Festival

Nearly 350 P5 and P6 pupils from 15 local schools got on their marks on Thursday 16th September for Dunfermline and West Fife Sports Council’s annual Track and Field Athletics Festival at Pitreavie Stadium.

With Fife Sports and Leisure Trust and Carnegie Dunfermline Trust supporting the 14 event festival series this year approximately 1900 pupils get a chance to take part in six different sports.  Fife Council is also enthusiastic partners with the Sports Council in this popular enterprise.

Donibristle PS regularly appear in the medal table and it was no surprise to see them lift the winners trophy with 102 pts ahead of a competitive Townhill PS team with 80 pts and Masterton PS third on 63 pts.

Officials from Pitreavie AAC assisted by the Fife Active Schools team and some High School Senior pupils were on hand to deal with all the technical details.

Elaine Stewart, Grants Officer for Carnegie Dunfermline Trust made the presentations.

An evaluation sheet has been sent to each school to ascertain their views on the event.

Club Nights - The final Club night in the Dunfermline area is on Monday 22nd November at Dunfermline Academy of Sport. Fife Sports Development Officers will be present at each Club Night to offer advice for all participants. This session will focus on Child Protection with a PVG update from Children 1st and talk from Childline.  Cost: FREE

Coach Education – Active Fife training calendar is now out and being distributed to centres and clubs. This calendar will show all courses being run by Active Fife and Community Use facilities involved with coach education and training in sport and physical activity.

Fife School of Sport Education - The programme is now up and running with 18 excellent candidates. The pupils involved are extremely keen and able. So far they have started looking at components of coaching and have undertaken a couple of courses. Some are already doing a lot of volunteering and others are looking for volunteering opportunities.

The scheme is designed to produce a minimum operating standard for clubs and promote them as safe and structured clubs to parents.
